Dear Mr. Jordan:

On behalf of Campillo Food Services, Inc., this is to respond to your letter of January 15, 2020,
which just arrived in the U.S. mail today.

Your letter is directed to Campillo Food Services, Inc., Alejandro O. Campillo, Agent, and
mistakenly lists my address as 404 East Lexington Avenue, Suite 200, El Cajon, CA 92020.

Please note for future correspondence my correct address is 405 East Lexington Avenue, Suite
200, El Cajon, CA 92020.

I an officer and shareholder of Campillo Food Services, Inc, which owns and operates a Denny’s
Restaurant franchise in Calexico, CA. Tam also the agent for service of process.

On January 7, 2020, I responded to your earlier letter of December 26, 2019. I clarified in my
response to you the correct names of the individuals and the corporate entity improperly referred
to in the complaint. I also stated that I was responding on my own behalf as an individual, and

on behalf of Campillo Food Services, Inc. Nevertheless, I will respond again on behalf of
Campillo Food Services, Inc.

I note that the complaint that is the subject of your inquiry refers to “Alejandro Campillo”, which
is my correct name. In addition, I am the father of Raul A. Campillo, a candidate for San Diego
City Council District 7. T respond in my personal capacity as Alejandro O. Campillo, and on
behalf of Campillo Food Services, Inc., a California corporation, which is owned by my father,
Alexander O. Campillo, and by myself, Alejandro O. Campillo. We operate Denny’s Restaurant
Franchise Number 6403, located in Calexico, California, and operate the business through our
corporation, Campillo Food Services, Inc. My father and I were granted the franchise 25 years
ago, built the building, and have operated the business successfully to date.
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The complaint draws two incorrect conclusions from sketchy information admittedly obtained
from social media sites. First, the complainant states that it does not appear that Mr. Joel
Delgado has a “green card”, and concludes that he is not lawfully admitted for permanent
residence. This is incorrect.

In fact, Mr. Delgado does have a “green card”, and has been lawfully admitted for permanent
residence since 1991. A copy of his lawful permanent resident card is attached for your review.
Mr. Delgado is in fact lawfully authorized to be employed in the United States, and has been
since 1991. Mr. Delgado also has a California driver license and a U.S. Social Security Card.
Mr. Delgado has been lawfully employed in the United States by Campillo Food Services, Inc.
for many years. His position is that of General Manager of the restaurant. I have also attached
affidavits from Mr. Joel Delgado, in English and in Spanish, and from Ms. Sonia Robles, our
company’s comptroller, who manages our payroll records, bank accounts, and financial records.
Both attest that Mr. Delgado has not received any reimbursement for his contributions to my
son’s campaign.

The fact that Mr. Delgado has a residence in Mexicali, Baja California, Mexico is of no
significance, and does not effect his lawful permanent residence status or authorization to be
employed in the United States. The fact is that many thousands of U.S. lawful permanent
residents reside in Mexicali, Baja California, Mexico and commute to work in the Imperial
Valley daily. I believe the number may in fact exceed 20,000 that commute daily.

The complaint also states that the fact that Mr. Delgado has made a contribution to my son’s
political campaign raises a question of whether there was any improper reimbursement by
Denny’s or by Raul Campillo to Mr. Delgado for his campaign contributions. Mr. Delgado has
not received any improper reimbursement, not by Denny’s, not by Campillo Food Services, Inc.,
not by me, not by my son, Raul, and not by anyone else. Furthermore, I don’t see why Mr.
Delgado’s contributions necessarily or automatically raises any question as to whether there was
any improper reimbursement.

I would suggest that the complaint in question was improperly researched and draws
unsubstantiated conclusions, and finishes with a slanderous aspersion. I see an attempt at a
political smear, and question the source, the motivation, and the possible conspiracy to damage
the professional reputations of my son, of myself, and of our business, Campillo Food Services,
Inc., all in an attempt to damage my son’s political campaign.

I earned my Bachelor’s Degree in Political Science at Stanford University. I earned my Juris
Doctor degree from the University of San Diego, School of Law. I have been a successful
attorney for 38 years, with an unblemished record. In 1992 I was one of the original group of 33
attorneys awarded a certificate as a Certified Specialist in Immigration and Nationality Law in
the State of California, which I believe now numbers only 200. The vetting process for this
certificate includes professional reputation and a record of exemplary practice and
professionalism. Ihave been selected among San Diego’s top immigration lawyers for many
years by many organizations and publications, including San Diego SuperLawyers Magazine.
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My father and I have developed and managed the Calexico Denny’s for the past 25 years, with an
excellent record for professional management, consistently scoring at the highest levels in
franchise inspections, for food safety and employee service procedures. This requires extensive
training and vetting of employees, the majority of whom have been with us for many years, as
has Mr. Delgado, our General Manager. By every measure, we are among the very top 2% of
Denny’s franchises nationally. This requires great attention to detail in operations to meet
franchise standards. We are very careful about who we hire, train, promote, and retain. In the
process, we have created many jobs in an area of exceedingly high unemployment, and have paid
real estate taxes, sales taxes, payroll taxes, and income taxes for the past 25 years, without
incident. We take great care to follow the Denny’s franchise agreement’s legal and procedural
requirements in the manner in which we operate the franchise. Given my professional
experience as an immigration attorney, we are exceedingly careful to follow the immigration
laws as to our hiring practices.

The complaint alleges that Mr. Delgado does not have a “green card”, or lawful permanent
resident status in the United States. This is incorrect. In fact, Mr. Delgado has had lawful
permanent resident status in the United States for over 28 years. This is not something that the
complainant can discover from a cursory Facebook search, as he states in his complaint.

Furthermore, I do not believe that anything about me or Campillo Food Services, Inc. should so
easily raise a question as to whether any improper reimbursement has been made. Basic honest
research and inquiry would have quickly found that Mr. Delgado is in fact a lawful permanent
resident of the United States, and once that was established, there is no legitimate reason to jump
to an unsubstantiated conclusion and “raise a question” as to improper reimbursement.

My son was the Valedictorian of his high school graduating class. He received his Bachelor’s
Degree from Harvard University, with Honors. He also received his Juris Doctor degree from the
Harvard Law School. He has held prestigious positions requiring utmost professionalism and
honesty, in Hillary Clinton’s national campaign headquarters in Brooklyn, New York, and in one
of America’s finest and most prestigious national law firms, O’Melveny and Myers. He now
holds an important position in the San Diego’s City Attorneys Office, Criminal Division.
Numerous positions in my son’s career have rquired in depth background checks, particularly to
become a prosecutor for the City of San Diego, and none of the background checks have ever
raised a flag. It is not in his nature to engage in any improper behavior or activity, as his
consistent educational and professional record shows.

I can only conclude that this complaint is designed to impugn his character and damage his
political campaign. I respectfully request that you dismiss this complaint.

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AFFIDAVIT

I, Alejandro O. Campillo, declare:

1.

I am the father of Raul Campillo, a candidate for San Diego City Council.

I have been a licensed attorney by the State Bar of California since 1981, and I have
been a certified specialist in Immigration and Nationality Law since 1992.

I am also an owner of Campillo Food Services, Inc., a California corporation that
operates the Denny’s restaurant as a franchise in Calexico, California. The only other
owner is my father, Alexander O. Campillo. The Denny’s corporate organization
does not own or operate the restaurant.

I have known Joel Delgado for well over a decade, as he has been my employee at the
Denny’s.

In about May 2019, I informed Mr. Delgado that my son Raul was running for office.
I showed Mr. Delgado some campaign materials 1 had with me. I did not know that
Mr. Delgado would decide to contribute as we did not discuss it much. Several weeks
later, Mr. Delgado told me that he had made a contribution.

I did not, at any time, order or instruct Mr. Delgado or any other person to contribute
to Raul’s campaign.

I have not, at any time, promised Mr. Delgado or any other person that I would
reimburse him or her for his or her contribution to Raul’s campaign.

I have not reimbursed Mr. Delgado or anyone else for their contribution to Raul’s
campaign, through my own funds or by corporate funds of any business that I own.

Until it came to my attention in December 2019 that a complaint was filed alleging
that there was a potentially unlawful reimbursement for a contribution made by Mr.
Delgado, I did not know that Mr. Delgado had contributed to the campaign on a
recurring basis, nor did I know the amount Mr. Delgado contributed to Raul’s
campaign.

I am an employee of Campillo Food Services, Inc., the owner of Denny’s Restaurant
franchise number 6403, located in Calexico, California. The two owners of Campillo Food
Services, Inc. are Mr. Alejandro O. Campillo and his father, Mr. Alexander O. Campillo. My
position is Controller, a position I have held for many years. My duties include managing the
payroll and the checking account, and serving as the contact person with our corporate certified
public accountant and payroll service. I oversee all financial matters for the company.

Mr. Joel Delgado Alvarez informed me that he has contributed to the political campaign
of Mr. Raul A. Campillo, who is the son of Mr. Alejandro O. Campillo.

I can attest that Mr. Joel Delgado Alvarez has not received any form of reimbursement or
compensation from Campillo Food Services, Inc. for his contribution to Raul Campillo’s
campaign. I am responsible for overseeing the submission of the payroll information to our
payroll service, and I am responsible for managing the sole bank account, and I can confirm that
Mr. Joel Delgado Alvarez has not received any form of compensation from our company, other
than his standard salary and the standard Christmas bonus which has been paid annually for many
years to each member of the managerial staff.

I did not think much about the contribution until last month. Mr. Campillo called me
and asked me how much | had contributed. | was not sure because it was a recurring
contribution. Mr. Campillo asked what the address 404 East 2™ Street was when | made
my contribution, and | explained to Mr. Campillo that the address | put was just a
mailbox | use because it is on the way home to Mexicali from the Denny’s. | also
explained that | have family in El Centro, and | use that address on my driver’s license.
Mr. Campillo said that his son was requesting a photo of my green card, so | took a
picture of the green card and my driver’s license with the El Centro address as well.
